 Create an engaging and welcoming environment that challenges and meets the needs of all 
students 

 Collaborate with colleagues within and beyond one’s team, as well as school counselors and 
other educators, in a collegial atmosphere to foster the “whole-person” development of 
every student 

 Participate in a technology-rich teaching and learning environment, including 1:1 Bring Your 
Own Technology for all students 

 Actively and regularly engage parents in communication about student-athlete progress. 

 Participate in individual, departmental and school-wide professional development which are 
supported by school funds 

 Participate in and support the religious life and the cocurricular life of the students and the 
school 

 Act as a personal example of those attributes to which we call our students (the “Grad at 
Grad”): open to growth, intellectually competent, loving, religious, and committed to 
promoting justice 

 Use sound proven methods of coaching and display knowledge and innovation of sport 

 Maintain competency in rules, rule interpretations, game operations, coaching techniques, 
and general information about all aspects of the sport, IHSAA, and NFHS 

 Assist in the design, oversight, and administration of highly structured off-season programs 

 Exhibit acceptable personal conduct and appearance before, during, and after practice and 
contests 

 Support all levels of the program at Brebeuf Jesuit 

 Work closely with the Head Coach to identify, attract, and enroll student-athletes 

 Duties as assigned by the Brebeuf Jesuit athletic administration and Head Coach
